Christian Conciliation and Arbitration Agreement:  By signing this form, the signer agrees that any grievance, claim, or dispute by any party arising from or related in any way to the relationship of a member of the board of directors, an administrator, a staff member (volunteer or paid), a faculty member, a student, or an applicant to the Anglican School of Ministry (“the School”), its board of directors, administrators, staff (volunteer and paid), faculty, students, or applicants, shall be settled by mediation and, if necessary, legally binding arbitration in accordance with the Rules of Procedure for Christian Conciliation of the Institute for Christian Conciliation (“the Rules”), a division of Peacemaker® Ministries (complete text of the Rules is available at www.Peacemaker.net).  If arbitration is necessary, the arbitrator(s) shall have exclusive authority to resolve any dispute relating to the interpretation, applicability, scope, enforceability or formation of this agreement, including but not limited to any claim that all or any part of this agreement is void or voidable. The School agrees to pay any administrative fees and costs and the fees and costs of any paid conciliator(s), except where prohibited by law. Judgment upon an arbitration decision may be entered in any court otherwise having jurisdiction.  The undersigned and the School understand and agree that these methods shall be the sole remedy for any controversy or claim between them and expressly waive their right to file a lawsuit in any civil court against one another for such disputes, except to enforce or seek review of an arbitration decision.  The parties further agree that this agreement is governed by the Federal Arbitration Act.
