The School agrees to pay any administrative fees and costs and the fees and costs of any paid conciliator(s), except where prohibited by law. Judgment upon an arbitration decision may be entered in any court otherwise having jurisdiction.  The undersigned and the School understand and agree that these methods shall be the sole remedy for any controversy or claim between them and expressly waive their right to file a lawsuit in any civil court against one another for such disputes, except to enforce or seek review of an arbitration decision.  The parties further agree that this agreement is governed by the Federal Arbitration Act.
